Select 06/07 Accomplishments for Chapters
Aldo Leopold Audubon Society, WI:  Received a collaborative funding grant to build a 30 mile birding trail around the City of Stevens Point called the Green Circle Birding Trail.  The Stevens Point Room Tax Committee responded by providing $25,000 of funding for the creation of the trail.  The trail will begin to take shape in spring 08 and completed by fall 08.  Signage and maps will be provided to visitors of the trail.  The trail will be connected to the Great Wisconsin Central-Sands Prairie and Birding Trail, and the Mead Wildlife Birding Trails.
Atlanta Audubon Society, GA:  Developed a new outreach publication called “Birds Matter: Here’s Why and How You Can Make a Difference”.  The colorful booklet illustrates ways in which everyone can make a difference in protecting birds and their habitat.

Black River Audubon Society, OH:  Initiated a campaign in coordination with National Audubon and Audubon Ohio to promote bird and butterfly friendly backyards, schoolyards, and communities (Audubon At Home campaign).  A PowerPoint has been developed with a kiosk version which was shown for two days at Sandy Ridge's Outdoor weekend.  Both timed and untimed versions are available with a speaker for presentations and it is available to other Audubon groups on CD's for their use free of charge.

Coeur d’Alene Audubon Society, ID:  Provided 131 Audubon At Home programs and sponsored 137 Audubon Adventures classrooms.
Evansville Audubon Society, IN:  Chapter conservation chair took the lead in obtaining from Indiana's newly elected 8th District Congressman the first request in 12 yrs for LWCF funding for Patoka River NWR in the US House of Representatives.  The Chapter’s letter requesting $1.5 million was used by Indiana's delegation in both Senate and House to submit an FY08 budget request to the appropriations committees.

Flathead Audubon Society, MT:  Managed Owen Sowerine Natural Area by installed fencing, met with neighbors, changed proposed subdivision, monitored use, improved paths, and received $1000 Prudential Financial grant for volunteer day.  
Hawaii Audubon Society, HI:  Instrumental in helping to achieve full protection for the Northwestern Hawaiian Islands (designated a Marine National Monument in June 2006).

Lahontan Audubon Society, NV:  Support administratively the Nevada IBA Program including formal search and selection of new Nevada IBA Director.  Working towards securing funding through the Whittell grant for benefits, salary and expenses of IBA Director.  Publication of fully revised "A Birding Guide to Reno and Beyond".
Orleans Audubon Society, LA:  Successfully collaborated with the Baton Rouge Audubon Society to help fund, supervise, and provide input for the Louisiana Important Bird Area (IBA) program, with the hope that this program will become a launching pad for starting a state office in Louisiana.  Toward this goal, Audubon in Louisiana now has two paid staff:  the Louisiana IBA coordinator, and the Vice-President, Director of the Gulf Coast Initiative.  

Redbud Audubon Society, CA:  Involved 75 volunteers in 12th Annual Heron Festival, with 36 first time volunteers.  Increased attendance for the festival to 1300, an increase of 126%, and increased profit by 36%.

Vashon-Maury Island Audubon Society, WA:  Re-created basic birding class, now called The Enjoyment of Birds (EOB).  EOB cost an initial investment of $2500, but the fees for the class size of over 40 paid back the investment and resulted in at least 30 new chapter members.
Wachiska Audubon Society, NE:  Raised over $18,000 in annual Birdathon fundraiser; Collaborated with City of Lincoln, Lancaster County, Nebraska Game and Parks and Lower Platte South Natural Resources District in costs and maintenance of saline wetland north of Lincoln, Nebraska.
Washington Crossing Audubon Society, NJ:  Sponsored Audubon Adventures in 120 classrooms, $12,000 awarded in conservation/education grants from the Holden Fund, scholarship for local teacher to attend Maine Audubon Educators workshop.
