FY06 Audubon Collaborative Funding Program


2006 COLLABORATIVE FUNDING – FINAL SUMMARY
The FY06 Collaborative Funding Program has provided an exciting and well-received platform to increase communication and alignment between chapters and state programs, and has also resulted in some very exciting and cutting edge conservation work, valuable in its own right. The general nature of the guidelines has allowed states to tailor the allocation process to the needs and aptitudes of their individual chapters. EG, in some states, a grants process has been implemented while in others, Chapters and National staff developed project designs without a competitive process. In all cases, there has been Chapter and State Office representation on relevant review committees. In addition, majority of the chapters have provided matching funding, thus significantly increasing the reach and scope of funds provided. 

This report includes a summary of funds spent, some selected highlights from the FY06 grants program and listings of all projects funded in FY06 as well as to date in FY07.

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Birding Skills Series participants (AAS)

Georgia Birding Skills Series ($3350) 

Atlanta Audubon Society, GA

Representatives from seven Audubon Chapters in Georgia attended a day long workshop entitled the Georgia Birding Skills Series, developed and run by Atlanta Audubon Society.  Each Chapter sent at least two people to Forsyth, GA to participate in learning the basics of how to teach a beginning bird identification class for their communities.  Each participant received materials including power point presentations on bird identification and birding by ear (produced by Atlanta Audubon), handouts to reproduce and equipment (iPods loaded with playlists for their area of the state). Subsequently, all Chapters have completed at least one GBSS class for their communities. Some have begun mentoring potential birders, preparing them as field trip leaders and for conducting bird surveys on Important Bird Areas.

“Each year I hope to find the magic spark that gets new energy into our chapter. This past year, thanks to the Collaborative Funding, two of our members attended a Birding Skills workshop that helped train some new blood. This helped quite a bit…. Multi-Activity Bird Kit – Educational Outreach Component ($642) 

Jackson Audubon Society, MS

(1) Members of the Chapter Education Committee created three binders that contain instructions for several bird education activities.  Storage containers and bird education materials were purchased and organized by activities.  Cooperators donated materials/in-kind services.  Last summer, the bird kits have been used in the summer reading program at Eudora Welty Public Library in Jackson, MS and at the Clinton Community Nature Center’s summer camp. (2) A new bird education program called “DinoBirds” was completed by several Audubon members and has been piloted at several classes of gifted students at Watkins Elementary School in Jackson, MS. (3) Binoculars also purchased with grant monies and a matching donation from Eagle Optics are now available to use at JAS monthly family bird walks and on Chapter field trips.

Junior Audubon ($1000) 

Litchfield Hills Audubon Society, CT

Litchfield Hills Audubon Society purchased binoculars, field guides and other materials to launch a new Junior Audubon program.  This program is specifically aimed at getting young children interested in nature through birding and other natural history experiences, and will enhance Audubon’s ability to connect people with nature.

Avian Influenza Symposium ($2500) 

Yolo Audubon Society, CA

Yolo Audubon in Davis, California hosted the only symposium on Avian Influenza, Wildlife and Public Health in the state. The one-day event was half underwritten by a collaborative funding grant and was attended by over 200 people.  Speakers included experts from UC Davis and CA Department of Public Health.  

IBA – Restoration

California Least Tern IBA/Habitat and Education Project ($1649) 

San Diego Audubon Society, CA

San Diego Audubon used grant funds to protect fledgling Least Terns on the Mission Bay IBA nesting site.  The protection of least tern chicks required a new “chick fence” to keep the new flightless chicks from falling into rock stabilizing walls. A creative education element was also incorporated into the project.  Least Tern decoys are used to attract the birds to the safe nesting site.  SDAS had a group of children paint the blank plaster decoys while educating the children on least terns and their biology.  The most accurately painted decoys were used on the Mission Bay site.  

Land Restoration of Whitewater Canyon ($1380) 

Dubuque Audubon Society, IA

Whitewater Canyon encompasses 419 acres at the junction of Dubuque, Jones, and Jackson counties and is managed by Dubuque County Conservation Board park system. This project promotes land restoration for both prairie and forest areas and provides multiple opportunities for hands-on member involvement in the restoration project, education in habitat restoration, field trip opportunities for local and surrounding tri-state chapters, and other interested parties. Collaborative funds purchased seed for prairie restoration and trees for forest restoration; chapter will conduct bird surveys for three years to document IBA status. 

Powell Restoration ($592) 

Sassafras Audubon Society, IN

68 acre preserve on Bean Blossom Creek, owned by Sycamore Land Trust. Project will plant native hardwoods and shrubs to contribute to a healthier watershed, improve water quality and restore forest habitat. Funds provided paid to mow site, and purchase trees. Land Trust will manage site by mowing until trees outcompete surrounding vegetation.

Wheelchair ramp at bird observation blind ($100) 

Little River Audubon Society, KY

Bird observation blind built by Eagle Scout needs wheelchair ramp. Funds provide for raw materials and signage, chapter members assisted in construction.

Bull Creek ($760) 

Elisha Mitchell Audubon Society, NC

In what has to be one of the coolest projects going on in our North Carolina IBAs, Charlotte Goedsche, who had been monitoring this IBA’s Cerulean warblers for many seasons, and who was instrumental in collecting the original data to make it an IBA, has taken her work to a whole other level.  Using recording equipment she built, and RavenLite software from Cornell Labs, Charlotte is mapping the territories of the male Ceruleans in the IBA using their individual song characteristics.  This technique has been used successfully by Cerulean researchers elsewhere, and Charlotte has had some success in teasing out the territories of males, especially in a few spots where several occur in close proximity to each other.

Audubon at Home 

Lighthouse Point Park Bird and Butterfly Garden ($1000) 

Menunkatuck Audubon Society, CT

The Menunkatuck Audubon Society, New Haven Bird Club, City Parks Department, and Connecticut Butterfly Association collaborated on installing new bird and butterfly gardens at Lighthouse Point Park in New Haven.  The park is an Audubon Important Bird Area due to its significance as a migratory stopover for land birds and raptors.  The new gardens will enhance bird and wildlife habitat in a popular urban park.  
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Hartford Fair NRA Garden Site (ECOAS)

Hartford Fair Natural Resources Area ($1402) 

East Central Ohio Audubon Society, OH

The East Central Ohio Audubon Society developed a backyard habitat component within the Natural Resources Park at the Hartford. Recognizing the growing problem of development as it overtakes green space in Licking County, the backyard habitat will serve to educate citizens to make smart conservation choices in their own backyards.

Capacity Building

Second Annual Upper Midwest Audubon Conference ($1177)

Madison Audubon Society

Collaborative project funding was used as start-up funding for a 3-day conference in October 2006, “Birds, People and Their Future Together.” The conference included a one day symposium entitled “No Bird Left Behind: Bird Interactions with Tall Structures and How to Reduce the Risk,” as well as the second annual Upper Midwest Audubon Conference “Making Time for Birds and Nature”. Over a total of 148 people attended some portion of the 3-day conference, including representatives from 22 chapters and 1 Audubon sanctuary, representing 10 states. John Flicker and Greg Butcher were keynote speakers for the UMAC.

Communications

Media/Public Event to Announce Kentucky’s First IBA ($990) 

Buckley Hills Audubon Society, KY

Sauerheber Sloughs near Henderson, KY is Kentucky’s first ‘Important Bird Area.’  To recognize the site, an outdoor “ribbon cutting” and birding field trip were held at the Sauerheber Refuge, as well as a dinner meeting at nearby Audubon State Park in Henderson. Supported by collaborative funding, publicity to promote this event and media coverage raised awareness statewide about the IBAs and brought individuals to the Sauerheber Refuge for a first-hand look at an area that is managed specifically for optimum bird habitat.

Summary:


The first year of the Collaborative Funding Grant Program initiated by NAS was a successful program in building our relationships with Chapters, sharing our strategic vision, providing Chapters guidance, and achieving important outcomes for bird conservation.  


The funding program was an excellent opportunity to build our relationship with the Chapters that applied and received funding.  The grant process led to conversations between Chapter leaders and the Audubon California Chapter Coordinator on frameworks for a grant proposal.  The Chapters were thereby engaged in our strategy of impact-driven conservation and engaging chapter members to build capacity.  Review of the applications gave insight into the needs and priorities of our Chapters.  The varying quality of applications helped define the level of expertise to offer our Chapters.  The funds also helped smooth over the remaining rough edges from past dues share conflicts. 


For smaller chapters, with less than a $20,000 budget, the grant program has notable benefits. Small chapters were able to expand their activity into new realms.  The grant process helped Chapters prioritize potential projects and focus outcomes on conservation and capacity building.  Also this was a first grant writing opportunity for several chapters.  For larger Chapters, the collaborative funding allowed them to cobble together several smaller grants to undertake a significant restoration project.  For both large and small, the process offered Chapters a view of our priorities and perspective on conservation.  


The funding program achieved measurable conservation impacts.  Here are a few highlights: 

San Diego Audubon used grant funds to protect fledgling Least Terns on the Mission Bay IBA nesting site.  The protection of least tern chicks required a new “chick fence”to keep the new flightless chicks from falling into rock stabilizing walls.  Incorporated into their project was a creative education element.  The project used Least Tern decoys to attract the birds to the safe nesting site.  SDAS had a group of children paint the blank plaster decoys while educating the children on least terns and their biology.  The most authentic decoys were used on the Mission Bay site.  

Santa Barbara Audubon completed the planting of native riparian, erosion-control species in a drainage in Arroyo Honda Preserve. The restoration involved 7th graders who grew the plants from propagules in their classroom. Students, sorority sisters, and long time volunteers worked together to clear and plant the site. The plant establishment was successful and bird species such as the Yellow Warbler will benefit from the restored riparian nesting habitat. 

Yolo Audubon in Davis, California hosted the only symposium on Avian Influenza, Wildlife and Public Health in the state.  The one-day event was half underwritten by a Collaborative Funding grant and was attended by over 200 people.  Speakers included experts from UC Davis and CA Department of Public Health.  

Redbud Audubon in Lake County created a new website and promotion materials for the Audubon sponsored Heron Festival. The Heron Festival is the only nature festival in Lake County. This festival plays a critical role in creating a conservation ethic in the developing Lake County. With expanded publicity and outreach, Redbud Audubon filled all of the lake trips and outings during the two-day festival.

Peregrine Audubon in Mendocino County used the funding to send 15 buses of Ukiah Unified School District to the daylong Redwood Valley Outdoor Education Program.  The program curriculum was a simulated “flight school” that engaged and explained to students the science of bird adaptations and migration.

Summary:
With funding from the National Board, Audubon Connecticut awarded grants to Chapters for collaborative projects that advance the Audubon mission in the state.  Four $1,000 grants were awarded to:

Riverbound Farm Sanctuary: Quinnipiac Valley Audubon Society will develop and install four interpretive signs along the trails at their 23-acre Riverbound Farm Sanctuary in Cheshire.  The completed signs will identify the habitat found at each location and provide information on the plants and animals most likely to be found there.  The signs will enhance educational opportunities at the sanctuary, and complement Audubon Connecticut’s education mission. 

Lighthouse Point Park Bird and Butterfly Garden:  The Menunkatuck Audubon Society, New Haven Bird Club, City Parks Department, and Connecticut Butterfly Association will collaborate on installing new bird and butterfly gardens at Lighthouse Point Park in New Haven.  The park is an Audubon Important Bird Area due to its significance as a migratory stopover for land birds and raptors.  The new gardens will enhance bird and wildlife habitat in this popular urban park.

Junior Audubon:  Litchfield Hills Audubon Society will purchase binoculars, field guides and other materials to launch a new Junior Audubon program.  This program is specifically aimed at getting young children interested in nature through birding and other natural history experiences, and will enhance Audubon’s ability to connect people with nature.

Naugatuck State Forest IBA:  Naugatuck Valley Audubon Society will collaborate with the Connecticut Department of Environmental Protection on a project to better manage and protect bird habitat in the early successional meadows at this Audubon Important Bird Area (IBA).  The Chapter will have a section of the state forest boundary professionally surveyed and marked to facilitate management of this key forest habitat and prevent encroachments.  The Chapter is interested in adopting this IBA, and this project is the first step in that direction.

APPENDIX C

Audubon Ohio

Report on Collaborative Funding 2005-06

Facts at a glance:

Total funds: $7853

Number of grants made: 6

Grant size: One grant for $840 and five for $1402
Summary:
Audubon Ohio has awarded six Audubon chapters across the state mini-grants ranging from $840 to $1,402. These grants will help chapters further their commitment to promoting Audubon's mission to conserve and restore ecosystems, focusing on birds, other wildlife and their habitats, by engaging people. 

Recipients of this year's mini-grants submitted proposals in which they demonstrated how the mini-grants would serve both the community and chapter. Projects ranged from those designed to facilitate a habitat or IBA project to a variety of educational projects. Additionally grants could also be used for capacity building, advocacy projects or communications projects. 

Audubon Miami Valley will expand their unique after-school Earth Club program. Designed to help children increase their environmental awareness and knowledge, this program provides hands-on nature education one afternoon each month during the school year. Activities, ranging from orienteering to planting butterfly gardens to conducting a water pollution study, both entertain and educate approximately fifteen elementary and middle school children who will benefit from this special program. 
The Tri-Moraine Audubon Society was also awarded funds for an education project designed in conjunction with the Girl Scouts of Appleseed Ridge, Inc. to further the conservation of 5.5 acres of wetlands recently constructed at Camp Myeerah near Bellefontaine, Ohio. The partnership and new grant will aid in the development of an environmentally friendly public observation area. Additionally, the grant will also serve to develop age appropriate program kits and outdoor interpretive signage within the wetlands. 
The East Central Ohio Audubon Society seeks to develop a backyard habitat component within the Natural Resources Park at the Hartford Fairgrounds. Recognizing the growing problem of development as it overtakes green space in Licking County, the backyard habitat will serve to educate citizens to make smart conservation choices in their own backyards. 
The Greater Mohican Audubon Society will purchase a laptop and data projector for programs and presentations. This grant will serve a chapter in great need of expanding its technological capabilities in order to increase the number of volunteers, participants in programs, presenters of programs and to contact audiences that are currently unreachable. With this additional technology, the Greater Mohican Audubon Society will be able to further extend its educational and communication projects. 
The Western Cuyahoga Audubon Society will use its mini-grant to adopt the Important Bird Area (IBA) along Rocky River by developing a well-coordinated program designed to assess bird populations. Additionally, this IBA project will increase the participation and knowledge of local residents with regards to active conservation along the Rocky River watershed. Extensive data collection is the ultimate goal after both a promotional event and a training event excites the community and bird lovers alike. 
Finally, the Greater Akron Audubon Society will plant a bed with native Ohio wildflowers and plants. This new flowerbed will serve to demonstrate the diversity of plants that can be grown within local environments. Developed along the walkway into F. A. Seiberling Nature Realm, a highly popular park in Summit County, the flowerbed will hopefully encourage people to plant native plants in their own backyards. 
Audubon Ohio worked with the Council of Ohio Audubon Chapters to seek grant applications and then to allocate the grant money. A second round of grant applications will be sought this summer.
