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I have been nominated once again by my local Chapter, the Richmond Audubon Society, for a second 3-year term as the Mid-Atlantic Regional Director on the National Audubon Board.  I’m asking for your support and your vote to represent the Mid-Atlantic for another 3 year term (2009 – 2012.) 

For over 20 years I have been an active member of our local Audubon Chapter and have held several board positions, currently serving as Chapter VP and Auction Committee co-chair. Statewide, my husband and I are long time members of the Virginia Audubon Council (and have both served as its President).  Through the VAC, I have been heavily involved in establishing the Virginia Important Bird Areas program and have served on oversight and steering committees to keep the program on track and funded. I have worked closely in this effort with Audubon’s IBA Director, and recently served on the search team that recruited and hired the new Virginia IBA coordinator.

In 2006, I was elected to my first term on the National Audubon Board of Directors representing the Mid-Atlantic region.  I am a current member of the Conservation Committee which oversees and makes recommendations to the Board regarding matters relating to Audubon’s science, education, public policy, International, and other conservation activities, domestic and international.  This committee also reviews new Audubon Centers, and oversees State Programs.  Throughout 2007, I served on the Revenue Task Force which provided an in depth report to the Board at the January 2008 meeting. The report laid out Audubon’s revenue generation challenges and provided clear recommendations to take Audubon forward in its fund raising and revenue generation efforts.
In addition, I am a member of a Board group comprised of the nine Regional Directors and several past Regional Directors that is helping keep the focus on problems that exist with National - Chapter communications. This group is an essential Board voice to keep such issues as Chapter inclusion in Audubon’s priority setting process, Chapter funding, and communications before the full Board.
I pledge to spend my 2nd term working to expand National and Audubon’s grassroots communications.  As one part of this, I would like to help raise awareness within Chapters and assist all Chapters in the Mid-Atlantic Region to apply for and receive NAS Collaborative funds and use this additional resource for conservation to build collaboration and strengthen on-the-ground conservation.
