of Dayton, Ohio. Our 200-acre sanctuary with natural areas and an organic farm includes six miles of walking trails
winding through prairie, woods, ponds, farmland and meadows and provides outstanding learning opportunities in a
diverse and beautiful setting. Internships have been a part of our program since 1967.

An Aullwood naturalist internship lasts anywhere from twelve weeks to onelyeiggs primarily take place on week-
days but also on some weekends and evenings. Because we are a small operation (14 full-time employees), intern
become involved in all aspects of our work. In turn, interns receive minimum wage, housing and professional training
and experience.

Aullwood Farm is a working organic farm, with programs designed primarily for elementary school children. The farmis
certified organic and approximately 85 acres in size: 60 acres pasture/crops, 15 acres of woods, 10 acres of barns anc
buildings and a 4& 60’ seasonal g@anic garderiThe farm support&ullwood’s mission of providing activities that

increase our visitors’ understanding and preservation of the planet by fulfilling the vision to be a “model of sustainable
organic agriculture.” Unique among education farfdlwood demonstrates ganic and sustainable techniques, inter

prets the resulting farm environment for thousands of visitors yearly and direct markets the plant and animal products to
our community While education is the main “product” at the farm, growing and selling food in a setting that encourages
self-guided exploration provides unique opportunities for people to learn about sustainable agriculture.

An Aullwood organic agriculture internship lasts anywhere from twelve weeks to oneletes primarily take place on
weekdays but also on some weekends and evenings. Our farm staff includes two full-time positions (farm manager an
farm naturalist), the organic agriculture intern and naturalist interns (who split their duties between the nature center anc
the farm). Interns receive minimum wage, housing and professional training and experience.

Purpose for Internship

The purpose of the sustainable agriculture internship is to build skills and knowledge that directly relate to teaching and
practicing sustainable organic agriculture.

Duties

The farm intern will be actively involved with daily farm operations and assisting in the Farm Initiative to improve the entir
farm complex.

Interns will:

Perform farm chores in rotation with other farm staff.
Carry out daily farm operations.

Attend morning staff meetings.

Help with special events at the farm.

Attend field trips and farm tours.

Lead farm field trips or programs.

Assist with the organic garden.

Learn and practice planned grazing techniques.
Assist in fence and building repair

Assist withAullwood’s pastured poultry operation.
Learn to operate medium sized farm equipment.
Learn to harness and drive a team of draft horses.
Assist with all aspects of operating an organic farm.

State and federal taxes are withheld from
paychecks. Housing is provided (when available). The intern house has four bedrooms and is located at the farm.
