Goal: Protect and restore the fresh and saltwater etlands of the Coastal Everglades,
from Miami to Naples, to restore flows to BiscayneBay, Card Sound, Barnes Sound,
Florida Bay, the 10,000 Islands, and Rookery Bay.

Background: Broad sheets of water once flowed across the wetlaof the Coastal Everglades,
feeding into the shallow estuaries at the coastgeef the Everglades system. Flood protection and
development throughout South Florida have divertader into a series of canals, draining wetland
habitat during the dry season and discharging hdrinéshwater into the estuaries during the wet
season. The Comprehensive Everglades Restoratam @ERP), Modified Water Deliveries to
Everglades National Park, and the C-111 Restorafooject will restore the natural timing and
distribution of water, thereby restoring the CobEtzerglades.

Imminent Threats: Development proposals now threaten the Coastaigiades.

Florida City has proposed annexing 4,292 acreti@frémnant southeast Coastal Everglades. One
landowner within the proposed annexation, Atlaiigil, Inc., wants to build 6,000 homes and
~400,000 square feet of retail and office spacamu$ designated for restoring flows to Biscayne
Bay, Card Sound, and Barnes Sound.

Horton Homes has proposed to build 5,478 homes848d000 square feet of retail, office, and
civic space on 840 acres of agricultural land, Whiould impede flows to Everglades National
Park and Florida Bay.
